Then talk
with your kids about what it might look like to be persecuted for their faith—
anything from someone picking on them because they choose to pray at school,
to a relative refusing to talk to them because they’re Christians. Think about how
the apostles survived hard times. Encourage your kids to keep following God
during hard times, just as the apostles did.
